Varyflush with their environmental solutions busine  ss
for over two years now, which is why we're so
particularly proud of their recent nomination in th e
2009 Sustainable Housing Awards. The nomination,
in the ‘Sustainable Innovation' category of the
awards, organised by Inside Housing magazine,
goes to one of Varyflush's most innovative and eco-
friendly products, an interruptible siphon system
called the ‘Interflush’. It reduces water usage by up
to 47%, saving money and energy, and stops both
domestic customers and large companies - quite
literally - throwing their resources down the pan.
David Wilks, inventor and Director of Varyflush, is
rightly proud of his invention. “Thomas Crapper,
who invented the siphon in 1863 is the master
of water saving, and | am his apprentice,” he
explained. “With the ‘Interflush’ system, we are
fighting to save his siphon from extermination
by improving on his 'Press and let go' with 'Press,
hold down to flush and then let go‘. This saves ha
the flushing water on average, and makes it the
biggest water saving device in 150 years. And we
